It is good to be reminded that time is passing and eternal issues should
certainly be on our minds. Yet | am saddened when | consider how much en-
ergy and resource the American Church spends on end times stuff. As |
have said previously, and as my mentor Dwight Pryor used to say repeatedly,
people focus on the end of the world because it is a fascinating way to play

like they are doing bible study, when actually it is a convenient subject for

avoiding righteous action NOW. It requires nothing of us to sit around conjec-
uring about the identity of the Antichrist or the latest computer gizmo that is watching us. But to do
so while there are so many great and grave issues at stake is a misplacement of valuable energy
and time.

The verse quoted above uses the word “occupy.” What does it mean? This word is only used this
once in the NT and it is the root word for our English pragmatic. Paul uses a slightly different form of
this word in Il Timothy 2:4 where he says that a soldier does not involve himself with the affairs of
everyday life in order that he might be a faithful soldier. Jesus says for us to occupy, to be engaged
in the practical daily demands of making life happen. The word means to carry on business, but also

has the idea of improving the lot of society. Paul says a faithful soldier of Christ will NOT be engaged

in merely doing business. Do we have a contra-
diction? No. The context decides the correct ap-
plication. Paul is obviously warning against be-
ing so earthly minded we are no heavenly good
due to being wrapped up in daily affairs from a
merely earthly point of view. Jesus warns about
this very thing in Luke 21:34-36. Jesus and Paul
fully agree. So what is Jesus saying in Luke 197
The parable warns not to be so heavenly minded
that we are no earthly good! 7o occupy means
to engage in the business of earth for the pur-
poses of heaven.

A preoccupation with signs of the times just
so we can have a more complete flow chart of
unfolding prophetic events is a comparative
waste of time and energy. And it does not mo-
tivate redemptive action nearly as effectively
as simply loving God and loving people. As we
love the world He made and came to redeem,
we anticipate our LORD coming back to re-
claim and resurrect His own.

Some have said to me, “| just sense a great
urge to hurry up and get xyz done because time
is SO short.” So they work hard and seem to
lose joy and then strength and then vision and
so become overloaded by the burden of it all.
Add to that the stress of watching the swiftly
moving prophetic clock. Such ministry work is
not moved along by love, or joy, or peace. It has
a frantic push to it that engenders the opposite
of the fruit of the Spirit. | recognize it because |

have been duped by it at times. It always re-

minds me of the story of John Wesley tending
his garden. A parishioner passed him one
morning as he was hoeing. “What would you be
doing with your time, Mr. Wesley, if you knew
the Lord was returning tomorrow?” Without los-
ing his rhythm OR his joy, Wesley answered, ‘I
would be hoeing this garden.” Do all the busi-
ness of earth unto the LORD. As we offer the
things of earth to Him, we learn to live super-
naturally natural.

The occupation of the earth is a Kingdom en-
terprise. The over focus on flying away cannot
help but dull our vision and deflect our best en-
ergies from the real tasks at hand. The call of
the Kingdom is mostly OUTSIDE the church
walls. It includes most everything you can think
of that produces life and help to people. Much
of religious activity then does not qualify as oc-
cupying. Much NON religious activity like paint-
ing a neighbor’s barn, helping an elderly person
across the street, leading an after school bas-
ketball game for fatherless boys, or taking a
needy child to the mall to buy clothes is OCCU-
PYING, and it is KINGDOM STUFF. Make it
your business to love folks. Occupy for the pur-

poses of heaven.
